Kubota Castle. The castle was built in 1603 by Lord %ﬁx A%
Satake Yoshinobu, the first lord of the Ak ==y
who had bee IgldfomHt chi Province in

1602. The castle did not have a donjon (castle tower) I
or stone walls.
